Male suicide impacts everyone τ the men lost to 
suicide, those at risk, as well as their families and 
friends τ and recognizing this, photographs from men 
with direct experiences of suicidal thoughts along with 
men and women who have lost a man to suicide are 
presented to you in the Man-Up Against Suicide 
(MUAS) photo-exhibit.  
 
 
Photography has become a powerful tool of personal expression and communication. The strength of this medium is 
especially apparent when considering suicide τ a topic that can be painful to discuss and is burdened by considerable 
stigma. This photovoice research raises awareness of male suicide by placing cameras in the hands of men and women of 
different ages and backgrounds who have been affected by male suicide. The accompanying narratives of the participants 
can facilitate much needed conversations around male suicide and its prevention. The MUAS project harnesses the 
emotional capacity of photography to stimulate conversations and reduce shame, which is the primary aim of the MUAS 
project.  
 
A subset of nine photos from the MUAS exhibit were first shown at the Men, Health and Wellbeing: Critical Insights 
conference held at the Leeds Metropolitan University, U.K., July 7-8, 2014. Generating much interest and discussion
